Assessment of Impairment Losses

At each reporting date, the Company assesses whether any of the financial
assets at amortised cost are credit impaired.

The gross carrying amounts of financial assets are written off when there is no
reasonable expectation of recovery (i.e the debtor does not have assets or
sources of income to generate sufficient cash flows to repay the debt) despite the
fact that they are still subject to enforcement activities.

Other Receivables

The Company applies the 3-stage general approach to measuring expected credit
losses for its other receivables. Under this approach, the Company assesses
whether there is a significant increase in credit risk on the receivables by
comparing their risk of default as at the reporting date with the risk of default as at
the date of initial recognition based on available reasonable and supportable
forward-looking information. Regardless of the assessment, a significant increase
in credit risk is presumed if a receivable is more than 30 days past due in making
a contractual payment.

The Company considers a receivable is credit impaired when the receivable is in
significant financial difficulty, for instances, the receivable is in breach of financial
covenants or insolvent. Receivables that are credit impaired are assessed
individually while other receivables are assessed on a collective basis.

Based on the assessment performed, the identified impairment loss was
immaterial and hence, it is not provided for.

Fixed deposits with a Licensed Bank, Cash and Bank Balances
The Company considers the bank has low credit risk. In addition, some of the

bank balances are insured by Government agencies. Therefore, the Company is
of the view that the loss allowance is immaterial and hence, it is not provided for.

SIGNIFICANT EVENT DURING THE FINANCIAL YEAR AND SUBSEQEUENT EVENT

On 11 March 2020, the World Health Organization declared the COVID-19 outbreak as a global
pandemic. Following the declaration, the Government of Malaysia had on 18 March 2020 imposed
the Movement Control Order (“MCO") and subsequently entered into various phases of the MCO to
curb the spread of the COVID-19 pandemic in Malaysia.

The management has assessed the impact on the Company and of the opinion that there were no
material financial impacts arising from the pandemic. Nevertheless, the Company has taken and will
continue to take necessary steps to safeguard and preserve its financial condition, emphasising on
liquidity management to meet its continuing financial commitments and liquidity needs.

Subsequent to the reporting date, the numbers of new COVID-19 cases increased substantially in
Malaysia and markets in which the Company operates. There are no significant financial impacts
arising from measures taken by the government and private sectors in response to the COVID-19
pandemic and the COVID state of emergency declared.

Given the dynamic nature of the COVID-19 pandemic, it is not practicable to provide a reasonable
estimate of its impacts on the Company's financial position, operating resuits and cash flows at the
date on which these financial statements are authorised for issue.
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
