FROM THE DESK OF BRO CLIVE ADDISON

Wales has an amazing Christian history and
heritage, but is best known today among
believers as “The Land of Revivals.”

Between the mid 18th and 19th century,
there were 15 documented Christian revivals,
but the most famous was for a three year
period in the early 1900's known as “The
1904 Welsh Revival.”

It started at Moriah Chapel Loughor, near
Llanelli, through Evan Roberts - a young
man in his 20's earnestly seeking God for
revival. As he did so, the Lord began to give
him angelic visions through the Holy Spirit
(Joel 2:28), and as he shared these in his
preaching, along with prophetic words of
knowledge, the anointing of God started to
fall. Worship services would last for hours,
and signs and wonders began to manifest.

Word spread rapidly,and the flame of Holy
Spirit revival spread from Moriah to other
chapels.The Lord raised up other preachers

and evangelists who travelled throughout
Wales, preaching in chapels and in open_

of angelic bemgs, ahd Were falIIrl :

giving their lives to Christ.

New converts stopped drinking alcohol,
and many were being converted and the
pubs were empty.The chiefs of police were
reporting their men had nothing to do, as
no crimes of any sort were being committed.

What is the legacy of that amazing time?
First, as a result of the 1904 revival, a new
denomination was born called “The
Apostolic Church” which survives to this day.
More importantly, missionaries from Wales,
inspired by the 1904 Revival, went to America
and ministered in California. It was there, a
little later, that the Pentecostal revival
started, which was to spread throughout
the world.

But what about Wales today? Whilst those
who came to Christ during the Revival
remained Christians, sadly the movement
itself died away. Over the years, chapel and
church attendances diminished, to the extent
where today many of them have closed.
The society and culture in Wales today is
similar to much of the Western world, in that
