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he recent apex court ruling on the Allah issue did not usher in
peace and tranquility, nor clarity as hoped for by many.

Threats of “head chopping” went unchallenged, and the
“enforceability” of court orders was debated instead of being carried
out by the authorities. The remark by the Minister in the PM’s
department Datuk Seri Jamil Kir Baharom that MAIS was also an
authority certainly added to the confusion as Putrajaya earlier

clarified that “Allah” could be used in churches.

How true what Scriptures say that “because of the transgression of
aland, many are its princes” (Prov 28:2a). There are so many
authorities in our land, and for those who do speak, they do not do
so clearly and authoritatively.

The same confusion prevailed in the days of King Ahasuerus, who
ruled Persia from 486 to 456BC. His father was Darius the Great
and his mother was Atossa, the daughter of Cyrus. He is infamous
for getting rid of Queen Vasthi and remarrying Esther. During the

king’s tumultuous reign, Haman the Agagite conspired “successfully
to put an entire company of God’s people in harm’s way.

The Jews were living peacefully one day, only to discover that there
was a new decree to kill off their whole people group the next.
Imagine the pandemonium and turmoil amongst the innocent
people of God; and surely the sight of the 75-foot gallows built by
Haman to hang Mordecai, their leader, did not help.

History reminds us of the courageous feats of Esther, her “if I perish,
I perish” stand, the introduction of the second decree to overcome
the evil intended. But many do not give enough credit to Mordecai,
Esther’s cousin.

A former captive himself, whose name means bitterness and
bruising, Mordecai no doubt had his share of lessons in the school
of hard knocks.

His “acts of power and his might were written in the chronicles of
the kings” were acknowledged by King Ahesuerus and in being

made “second” in the kingdom, he was promoted by God .

This was no overnight elevation.

If Mordecai were alive today, what sort of denunciations would he

have to face?

a. He frustrated the purposes of God - he saved Ahasuerus who
was going to be used by the devil to kill the Jews - “What kind
of Christian leader is that?”

b. He asked Esther to marry a heathen king - “What sort of
spiritual father is that?”

¢. He would not bow to one man to save an entire nation — “What
type of example is that - one who would not humble himself for
the sake of millions in the nation?”

d. After the 1st edict was issued to kill the Jews, he remained in his
position “sitting at the king’s gate” — “What kind of witness is
that, still associating with wicked men and serving in the
Putrajaya of his day?”

With the benefit of hindsight, we must remind ourselves not to
make the same mistakes of prejudging. Unfortunately, this is all too

common.

There is no book in the Bible, which ends with a focus on one man,
except for the book of Esther . Not even Moses, Joseph, Daniel or
even the apostle whom Jesus loved, the apostle John, had this
privilege.

Let us not forget there can be no Esther without Mordecai.

The greatest secret of this hero perhaps lie in this - he had a pastoral
heart in seeking the good of his people, besides a ministry philosophy
of speaking peace to all his countrymen.

In this season of much trading of opinions, sentiments, Taliban-like
remarks and hooligan threats in the media, the Church in her desire
to be salt and light, has indeed been collected and eloquent. But we
should not only declare what is right and wrong, but we must “seek

the good” of the people, and “speak peace” to all people.

I would imagine, much of what Mordecai said and did were not
recorded, very much like Jesus . But the book of Esther concluded
with this observation - he sought the good of his people and spoke

peace into difficult situations.

Today, such an approach will no doubt be misunderstood as

compromise. But that is what made Mordecai a statesman.

Indeed, it is time for Mordecais to arise.

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STUDENT CAMPS IN SABAH

As part of the Look East Emphasis (LEE), two student
camps were organized by the Bundusan (BM) Chapter.
The first camp was held at Nabawan from 21 to 24
March and the second at Pitas from 27 to 30 May.

The objectives of the camps are to formalize “Persatuan
Pelajar-Pelajar Kristian” (PPK) in schools in Nabawan
and Pitas Districts, to strengthen the faith of Christian
students there, to promote a closer rapport between
the local churches with the Christian teachers and
students and to promote inter-denominational and
inter-church relationship amongst churches.

The first camp venue was hosted by SIB Pekan Nabawan
and the second by Gereja Baptis Pelita Cahaya Pitas.
250 students from three schools around Nabawan and
200 from six schools around Pitas attended. Also
present at the second camp were 50 residential students
of Harapan Baru Hostel operated by GBPCS Pitas.

It was amazing just watching the students arrive by
walking, in cars, vans and even lorries! Praise the Lord
for the energy and leadership of 20-30 trained young
Christian facilitators who assisted the Chapter to run
the each camp.

Eleven speakers (six and five at each camp respectively)
from various denominations and para-church
organizations imparted spiritual awareness to this
indigenous youthful generation who will be the leaders
of tomorrow.

The Nabawan camp was officially opened by YB Ellron
Angin who is the Assistant Minister in the Chief
Minister’s Department cum State Assemblyman for
Sook.

Before the end of each camp, the facilitators and
students shared on what they have learnt. The feedback
was very good as they now look at their faith in a
different but positive light. They also hope that FGBMF
can organized more camps like this. Bringing such
camps to the interior is more meaningful as more
students would be blessed as they would not be able to
participate if held in the urban areas. Teachers, parents
and church leaders also expressed support for such
camps and where intended, have initiated the
registration process for PPKs in each district.

Praise God for the support of the FGBMF National
Leadership for their foresight in carrying out this
ministry to vulnerable youths.

Q]. Tek Seng, what and who led you to FGBMF Malaysia
and how were you involved in it the early days?

A: My PA David Teo initiated the formation of the Taman
Connaught Chapter in my office way back in the year 1996. |
started to take seriously the responsibility as it's Chapter

President when he left to be a pastor to the Orang Asli in Pahang.

From thence on | was very active in the fellowship and
subsequently | became its Field Representative, Deputy Central
Regional Treasurer, Central Regional Director, Director for the
Chinese Works, Deputy National President and then the last
position as FGBMF Malaysia National President from 2009 to
2012.

Q2 As Past President, what are your observations of this
ministry? What are the challenges, opportunities and
weaknesses?

A: 0One of the mission statements of this ministry is to bring

men back to God and uniting them with us as one in Christ Jesus.

However our greatest challenge is what is next. We are called
to make disciples according to the Lord's Great Commission as
in Matthew 28:18-20 "All authority in Heaven and on earth has
been given to me. Therefore go and make disciples of all
nations, baptising them in the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey
everything | have commanded you. And surely | am with you
always, to the very end of the age". We had done many banquet
meetings and making many believers but we fail to make
disciples as we passed this responsibility to the church. That is
where we failed to retain and add on the men to our fold and
losing the opportunities of enlarging the fellowship numbers
and also high number of the newly saved men left their faith
and return to the world.

Q3. You certainly have fond memories of FGBMF Malaysia.
Would you kindly share them to us?

A: Yes, certainly they are quite a number of fond memories.

I would like to share one significant event in the year 2000
when | was asked by the late Dr Tong to organise the 1st Asian
Chinese Convention in Sunway, Petaling Jaya. We experienced
amazing miracles of God's provision in terms of finances, the
overwhelming number of participants, the wide margin in the
surplus gained and the most impactful happening was to
witness the birth of 35 Chinese speaking chapters from only 1
active Chinese speaking chapter in existence. Well, to God be
the glory.
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INTERVIEW with PAST NATIONAL PRESIDENT TAN TEK SENG

Q4. What is that you miss most ever since you became less
active in FGBMF?

A: Actually  am not missing out anything at all. | am not less
active as | have never stopped serving since leaving FGBMF. In
fact | am busier than ever since stepping down from the three
positions in FGBMF Malaysia: (1) National President (2) Director
(3) Governing Council Member and another one more position
as the Asia Representative in the Full Gospel Global Forum
(FGGF) formed in London in January 2011. By the Lord's grace
and His loving kindness, | had been invited to speak in market-
place conferences, FGBMF evangelistic meetings and church
services not only here in Malaysia but to the nations. For the
past two years my wife and | had traveled and ministered to
more than 12 nations and over 30 cities & towns.

Q5 You have been travelling to many countries especially
China as an invited speaker. Could you share with us your
current Ministry?

A: 1am heading GoodTV In Malaysia since 2009 but only
these past 2 years we are gearing it in full swing in partnership
with like-minded body of Christ to expand the work of His
Kingdom. Recently we formed strong alliance with Jireh
