Board began a succession exercise where young

From the onset of the Covid19
pandemic, members of the
FGBMFI responded to assist the
poor and the marginalized.

Soon the project expanded from Johor Bahru to Segamat, Melaka, Kluang, Batu Pahat, and finally to
KL North. Many from East Malaysia also benefited from the Waybox Project, as it came to be known.

Many unbelievers and Christians were blessed. Soon opportunities abound to share the love of God.
As a result, more than one hundred people accepted the Lord as their personal Savior. The fifty
churches that participated with the FGB saw an increase in attendance, especially from the
unchurched East Malaysians. Two new churches were set up for the Bahasa Malaysia-speaking
community there.

The Waybox Project ended in
December 2022, when there
was a decline in the number of
Covid cases. The program would
resume should the situation
worsen. The Southern Regional
Director and members sought
prayer and financial and moral
support. They were grateful to
God for providing them with a
united working committee,
generous sponsors and donors,
and many unsung heroes.

INTERDENOMINATIONAL EDUCATION COMMITTEE [payrarsy

The Sabah Interdenominational Education Committee (SiEC) was set up under the auspices of the
Sabah Council of Churches (SCC) and Christian Organisations Sabah Alliance (COSA). The SiEC aimed
to encourage the setting up of the 'Persatuan Pelajar Kristian' (PPK) (Christian Students' Fellowship)
as an official Co-curricular society incorporating the teaching of Bible Knowledge in schools.

In July 2022, SiEC and SCC co-organized a Creative Video Competition on 'Manfaat Persatuan Pelajar
Kristian kepada Pelajar Kristian' (Benefits of Christian Fellowship to Christian students) to revive the
interest in PPK activities. Forty-four groups from twenty-seven secondary schools participated in the
competition. The Sabah State Education Department approved and recognized it as an official co-
curricular activity.

To get around the restrictions on physical gathering during the Covid-19 pandemic, SiEC joined ranks
with SUPM-Sabah (Scripture Union Peninsular Malaysia in Sabah) to facilitate monthly PPK meetings
for Secondary and Primary school students.

In the aftermath of the CoVID 19 pandemic, there was a lack of enthusiasm for Christian co-curricular
activities. To overcome the low spirit, SiEC, and their ministry partners, SUPM-Sabah and SPECS
(Serving Persecuted Churches), introduced Sports Camps with Biblical Themed Talks.
