We often feel that life is a failure unless we're getting a lot out of it: recognition, fun, money, 

success. But Paul considered life worth nothing unless he used it for God's work. What he 

put into life was far more important than what he got out of it. Scripture also says ’It is 

more blessed to give than to receive’. Which is more important to you - what you get out of 

life, or what you put into it? And what is the task that God has put into my life right now? 

God has reminded me through this verse that what I put into life is more important than 

what I get out of life. I am also reminded that I shouldn't feel bad putting in so much, even 

if I don't see the returns or rewards. I shouldn't feel that all my efforts are wasted. Our kids 

or our friends may not turn out as what we would like them to be, but what we put in 

defines the success, not what we get out of it. We put in all the effort to equip them in the 

Word and having a personal relationship with Jesus Christ and the rest will be guided by 

God through His Holy Spirit.

So, it is our responsibility as an ambassador for Christ to bear witness to the gospel of 

God’s grace through Jesus Christ. This is who we are in Full Gospel Business Men’s 

Fellowship.

In this context, we intend to launch the Alpha Marketplace course soon. It is a tool for 

targeted evangelism, to reach the seekers, non-believers and the unreached; to regenerate 

our nominal Christian brothers (and sisters); and, to transform our workplaces and families. 

If you have received Christ through faith as your Saviour, then I urge you to run this Alpha 

Marketplace course in your chapter and marvel at the transformation that will take shape 

in your environment.

Alpha in the Workplace is a practical introduction to the Christian faith for the workplace 

environment and is open to anyone. It runs as a series of weekly meetings, with a friendly 

meal, a talk and small group discussion. The workplace IS our mission field. Everyone is 

looking for answers to life’s biggest questions and that includes the person next to you in 

the office.  Alpha in the workplace provides you with an opportunity to be a more effective 

witness for Christ in your workplace, reaching your colleagues with the good news of hope 

at their time. 

Over 300 companies and organisations are now running Alpha in workplaces all over 

Malaysia. Many found faith and many others rededicated their lives to Christ and found 

meaning in their work again. 

The weekly sessions can be done during one-hour lunch breaks, or in the evening after 

work when people are more relaxed. In lunch sessions, each talk is around 20 minutes, 

and guests have their food while watching the video talks. In an evening session, each talk 

is about 40 minutes and are typically done after a tea or drinks. It’s simple yet powerful. 

“What does God want me to do?” Several years ago, Kay Yip (owner of Maran Group) 

rededicated his life back to the Lord. He had a calling to begin sharing the gospel to the 

people around him. From there, he started running Alpha in his workplace and took the 

opportunity to invite his colleagues to attend. Watch his story here.
